Escondido, CA – The San Diego Archaeological Center is pleased to announce Gene Berryhill PhD as the March Visiting Scholar for the 2012 Second Saturday series.  Dr. Berryhill will delight the audience with her presentation on Fresco Hunting in Bulgaria. She will offer information covering the results of a photography archaeology trip to Bulgaria to shoot late medieval frescoes, made possible by a Fulbright grant and the Balkan Heritage Field School (BHFS). The purpose of the expedition was to record frescoes for preservation and restoration while creating public awareness, an important aspect, as these treasures are crumbling into ruins with every rainfall.
Gene Berryhill was a Fulbright Senior Scholar to Germany in 2003, returned as a Fulbright Senior Specialist in 2005 and was a Fulbright Senior Specialist to Bulgaria in 2010. Besides exhibiting her camera art in galleries, she worked the 2000 Summer Olympics in Sydney, Australia as a media photographer, holds a life-time professorship in China since 1999 and is listed in Who's Who of the 21st Century for contributions in photography and graphic arts. 

Dr. Berryhill is currently working with the University of California San Diego: Archaeology Dept doing documental photography. During the Fulbright International Summer Institute in August, 2011 Dr. Berryhill conducted the course "Using Photography as a Tool for Research, Exploration and Recording".
She has taught photography, digital imaging, graphics, art history, education technologies and is a published author. Her degrees include Bachelors: Fine Art, Masters: Design Art History, 
PhD: Education/Graphics History. She is Co-Principal of Berryhill Productions, Laguna Beach; CA. 
Admission fee is $5 for Center members, $10 for non-members; this includes admission to the Museum. 
The San Diego Archaeological Center was created in 1993 to provide an archaeological curation facility for the San Diego Region.   The Center was the first nonprofit organization in the nation dedicated solely to curating and sharing archaeological collections with the public.  Planning is underway to create a spacious and light-filled lobby, enhanced exhibition space, classroom, library and research areas. A new entryway will feature native plant landscaping designed to promote conservation, outdoor exhibit and seating areas, water elements and improved signage to promote the Center as a regional tourist destination.
